OBERaMMERGAU KEEPS ITS VOW

First performed in 1634-, the Passion Play of Oberammergau has been
presented to the world every 10 years for nearly 3lr centuries in fulfil-
ment of a vow made in 1633. In that year, the Plague was ravaging
Europe bringing a ghastly death to thousands. Eventually it reached
Oberammergau, a tiny village in Bavaria and over 100 of its inhabitants
died in agony. The survivors sought God1s help if he could spare them
and they promised to perform in thanksgiving a play about Christ's
suffering and death 'every 10 years from now until the end of time".
And from that day the story goes, there were no more deaths from the plague.

In 1680, it was decided to perform the Play in decade years, and in
May this year I was fortunate in being able to see a performance in this
36th season. The Play depicts Christ1s Passion, from the entry into
Jerusalem up to the Resurrection and Transfiguration. Although this is
probably the longest live dramatic production in the world - it starts at
8.15 a.m. and ends at 5 p.m. - the amateur players stage it 5 times a week
for 20 weeks, from May to September.

To be born in Oberammeirgau is to inherit a task which is also a
proud privilege. 1,700 of the Village's population of 5>000 play an
active part in the production and it appears that their lives are deeply
influenced by it. The outside walls of their houses are beautifully
frescoed with religious scenes and the whole village is dominated by the
great Cross on the Kofel mountain.

Two years before a Play year, a committee chooses the cast and the
players start to grow their hair and beards. Wigs, artificial beards and
make-up are not permitted. Many of the performers are shop-keepers,
farmers, hotel workers, etc., and during the season of the Play, they
and the rest of the villagers manage to accommodate feed and transport
more than 5>000 visitors each night as well as perform during the day.
(The Slops are closed while the Play is in progress). One meets and
immediately recognises the Players everywhere. The Apostle John served
me in his shop; Caiaphas drove our coach from the hotel; Mary Magdalene
helps her widowed mother run a guest house and morning and evening exchanged
blue and gold robes for an apron; the Virgin Mary is a school teacher
and so it goes on..... The music for the Play was written in 1815 by
an Oberammergau school teacher - the same beautiful moving music is
played and sung to-day by the orchestra and a choir of 50.

The theatre used to-day was built in 1900 and although the
audience is under cover, much of the stage is open to the sky; swallows
flit across the stage; Jesus enters Jerusalem on a live donkey; the
sound of cowbells and the sight of the majestic mountains beyond the
stage increase one's feeling of the involvement. No-one, I am sure,
could fail to be moved by the story, so glorious and heart rending,
yet so joyful in the way in which it unfolds.
